
Rpp: the resistor between the PP pin and the PE (earth) pin is checked by the EPC and its resistance tells the EPC how much current the cable can handle. This is normally 16 or 32 amps.
---------------------
1500 ohms for 13A or 16A
680 ohms for 20A (11kW version)
220 ohms for 32A (22kW version)
100 ohms for 63A

Open this switch to tell the charging station that the charge is finished. On some stations, it unlocks your Mennekes plug (otherwise it can be impossible to remove it from the station).

In fact, you can have several interactions with the charging station depending on this resistor:
* infinite (open): standby
* 2740 Ohm: vehicle detected [some charging stations need to start with the status "vehicle detected", and then the status "Ready" in order to start the charge.
* 880 Ohm: ready [in principle, it is 2740 Ohm and 1300 Ohm in parallel, which makes 882 Ohm]
* 240 Ohm: with ventilation [in principle, it is 2740 Ohm and 270 Ohm in parallel, which makes 246 Ohm]

Do not put the switch that opens the CP to Earth connection on the Type 2 plug. Because some stations have a door that  closes during charge and "protects" the Type 2 plug from vandalism. But it also means that you will not be able to access the switch to end the charge and the plug will be trapped inside the charging station!
Solution 1: use a long cable to put the switch far away the type 2 plug, in such a way that even if the plug is inside the closed box, the switch stays accessible. Same as on this image of my first version  https://tayeb.fr/smf_1/index.php?action=dlattach;topic=116.0;attach=68;image but now the 10 cm white cable is 50 cm longer. Solution 2: put the switch at the other end of the cable (on the bike end). You need one more conductor between the plug and the bike, but 20AWG or 0.5 mm² is enough. I will modify this thing to have all my plugs and I will also put the switches on it: https://www.amazon.fr/gp/product/B00WU3J100/
